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ABSTRACT

The development of electronic books on the topic of using painting program
in Microsoft Windows 7 for grade 3 students in the learning area of occupation and
technology, Strand 3: Information and Communication Technology. The purposes of
this research were 1) to develop electronic books on the topic of using painting program
in Microsoft Windows 7 for grade 3 students which the efficient according to criteria of
80/80, 2) to study the learning achievement after using electronic books on the topic
of using painting program in Microsoft Windows 7 for grade 3 students. The sample
were grade 3 students of Tetsabanmitsampanwittaya School, Wang Nam Yen district,
Sa Kaeo province selected by multi stage random sampling. The research instruments
were : 1) Six lesson plans, 2) Electronic books on the topic of using painting program
in Microsoft Windows 7 for grade 3 students in the learning area of occupation and
technology, strand 3 : Information and Communication Technology, and 3) a set of
30 items learning achievement test (pre-test and post-test). The data were analyzed
by using arithmetic mean, percentage, standard deviation and t-test (dependent
sample).

The research results were that the efficient of the electronic books on the
topic of using painting program in Microsoft Windows 7 for grade 3 students was
87.82/90.97. Also, the learning outcome of the post-test was higher than that of the
pre-test at 0.05 level of statistical significance.

ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to 1) improve students’ learning
achievements before, during and after learning about the important days of
Buddhism of Grade 6 students using blended learning between face to face learning
and facebook learning and 2) study Grade 6 students’ satisfaction in learning through
blended method between face to face leaming and facebook leaming. The population
was 584 students from 6 schools under Department of Local Administration Pathum
Thani Province. The sample was 30 Grade 6 students from Anuban Bangkradi Municipal
School under Department of Local Administration Pathum Thani Province in
semester 2 of academic year 2013 using Cluster random sampling. The statistics used
in this research were mean, standard deviation, percentage and repeated measure
one-way ANOVA method.

The results were as follows:

1. The blended learning between face to face learning and facebook
learning was devided into 4 aspects: the introduction of the lesson via facebook,
contents, learning management system and using facebook on the important days of
Buddhism with the reliability of 1.00 evaluated by 5 experts.

2. The student’s learning achievements before, during and after learning
about the important days of Buddhism using blended learning between face to face
learning and facebook learning were statistically significant different at 0.05 level.

3. The Grade 6 student’s satisfaction with the blended learning between
face to face learning and facebook learning on the important days of Buddhism was
at a very good level.
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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were 1) to investigate factors affecting the export
of Thailand’s frozen nile tilapia fillet to the U.S. 2) to investigate factors affecting the
export of Thailand’s whole frozen nile tilapia to the U.S. The quarterly secondary data
was used for this study which included the quantity export of Thailand’s nile tilapia
to the U.S,, the price of nile tilapia export of Thailand, the real gross domestic product
per capita of the U.S,, the price of nile tilapia export from competitors and the exchange rate
between Thai baht and U.S. dollar. The data of frozen nile tilapia fillet during 1999-2012
was 56 quarters, the data of whole frozen nile tilapia during 2006-2012 was 28 quarters.
Several statistics were applied for data analysis including multiple regression and ordinary
least square with equations to allow coefficient of defined independent factors.

The research results were as follows.

1. Factors affecting the export of Thailand’s frozen nile tilapia fillet to the U.S.
has the price of frozen nile tilapia fillet export of Thailand, the real gross domestic
product per capita of the U.S., the price of frozen nile tilapia fillet export from Taiwan,
the price of frozen nile tilapia fillet export from Ecuador and the quantity of Thailand
frozen nile tilapia fillet export to the U.S. in previous quarter with the elasticity of -1.5994,
1.2021, 0.7731, 1.4280 and 0.6293 respectively. The five variables together explain the variation
of the quantity export of Thailand’s frozen nile tilapia fillet to the U.S. equal 80.62 percent.

2. Factors affecting the export of Thailand’s whole frozen nile tilapia to the U.S.
has the price of whole frozen nile tilapia export of Thailand, the real gross domestic
product per capita of the U.S., the price of whole frozen nile tilapia export of China
and the quantity of Thailand whole frozen nile tilapia export to U.S. in previous
quarter with the elasticity of -3.7147, 9.1301, 2.9618 and 0.3962 respectively. The four
variables together explain the variation of the quantity export of Thailand’s whole

frozen nile tilapia to the U.S. equal 39.09 percent.
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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to 1) study the factors of the creative
thinking in marketing which were appropriate and consistent with marketing principles
for diploma students majoring in marketing, 2) develop a training program to develop
creative thinking in marketing for diploma students majoring in marketing, and 3) study
the results of implementing the training program to develop creative thinking in
marketing for diploma students majoring in marketing. This research consisted of 3
phases: Phase 1. Study the factors of the creative thinking which were appropriate and
consistent with marketing principles for diploma students majoring in marketing. The
sample consisted of 158 diploma students majoring in marketing from 6 universities or
colleges in the first semester of academic year 2556 selected by cluster sampling.
The research instrument was a rating scale questionnaire with the reliability of 0.937.
The data were analyzed by factor analysis using a computer program. Phase 2: Develop
a training program to develop creative thinking in marking for diploma students
majoring in marketing. The study was done by analyzing related theories, principles,
concepts, documents and researches, then synthesizing the model and evaluating the
quality of the synthesized model. Phase 3: Study the results of implementing the
training program to develop creative thinking in marking for diploma students majoring
in marketing. This phase was experimented on 20 diploma students selected by cluster
sampling and studying in the second semester of academic year 2556 of Rachamangala
University of Technology Suvarnabhumi selected by clustervsampling. The research
instruments were 1) a measurement form of creative thinking in marketing and
2) a training program to develop creative thinking in marking for diploma students
majoring in marketing.

1. Phase 1, from the study of confirmatory factor analysis, creative thinking
in marking consisted of 4 factors which were 1) creative thinking, 2) fluent thinking, 3)
flexible thinking, and 4) elaborative thinking. The marketing creative thinking model of
diploma students majoring in marketing fit the empirical data and the weight of all
individual areas of factors was positive with statistical significance at the level of 0.05
and could measure the factors of creative thinking in marking for diploma students.

2. Phase 2, the development of a training program to develop creative
thinking in marking for diploma students majoring in marketing was from studying and
analyzing the fundamental information, drafting of the training program, and building
the training program. The training program consisted of 7 factors which were: 1)
concept, principle and reasons, 2) fundamental concept, 3) objectives, 4) content
structure of the training program which included schedule 1 and schedule 2 for
developing creative thinking within 26 days. Each training group presented marketing
activities in the second training while the researcher and 2 teachers considered the
results of students’ creative thinking, such as the problem of thinking out of the box
to solve the problem, mind mapping to enhance thinking skills, marketing
communication and the application, 5) procedure of learning activities and time in
training using 16 activities of thinking out of the box. There were 5 stages of learning
activities: 1, orientation and introduction 2, imagination and presentation using multi-
media and computer, the teacher stimulated the imagination by presenting the
experiences and encouraging the question issues using multi-media and computer. The
multi-media were documentary about économics, ASEAN trade, advertisements and
songs to encourage imagination about marketing. The researcher and the teacher
explained and asked questions during learning from multi-media, 3) cooperative
learning, 4) activity presentation, 5) measurement and evaluation, 6) learning materials
and equipment used in training and 7) measurement and evaluation of training
program.

3. Phase 3, from the study of the results of implementing the training program
to develop creative thinking in marking for diploma students majoring in marketing for
diploma students majoring in marketing, it was found that the means after the
experiment were higher than those before the experiment with statistical significance
at the level of 0.05. The training program to develop creative thinking in marking for
diploma students majoring in marketing had the efficiency that met the specified
criteria and was able to be implemented in the training for developing the creative

thinking in marking.
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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to 1) study strategies to develop the
community organizations for creating the qualitative society in the Lower Northeastern
Area, 2) study the factors influencing on strategies to develop community organizations
for creating the qualitative society in the Lower Northeastern Area and 3) to propose
the suggestions on strategies to develop the community organizations for creating the
gualitative society in the Lower Northeastern Area. This research was mixed methods
of qualitative and quantitative research. The qualitative research was conducted by
studying the documentary research, in-depth interviewing of 11 key informants and
focus group discussion of 10 participants who were selected from the community
organizations, laymen philosophers, knowledgeable persons who had experience in
the local development and using purposive sampling. The data were analyzed by
content analysis and interpretation. The quantitative research was conducted by
studying the sample of 379 persons from the leaders of community organizations in
Buri Ram 169 persons, Surin 104 persons and Si Sa Ket 106 persons. The tool for data
collection was a questionnaire with a reliability level of 0.957 and content validity
between 0.50-1.00 and the data were analyzed by mean, standard deviation and stepwise
multiple regression analysis.

The research findings were as follows:

1. The strategies to develop the community organizations for creating the
qualitative society in the Lower Northeastern Area found that local community
gathered to be community organizations group and network in order to solve their
problems occurring within a community. The political dimension occurred where
a democracy were promoted within community, the economic dimension occurred to
focus on strengthening and developing community economy, the social dimension
emphasized inclusively the integrated social welfare and the environmental dimension
constructed to build the natural and social environment for security and safety.
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2. The factors influencing on strategies to develop community organizations
for creating the qualitative society in the Lower Northeastern Area consisted of 1) contextual
characteristics of community organizations 2) establishment of community organization’s
operating achievement 3) creation of values and benefits for members and communities
4) community organization’s internal management processes and 5) capital of
community organizations. The stepwise multiple regression analysis showed that
factors influencing and could explain the variation of the strategies to develop the
community organizations for creating the qualitative society in the Lower Northeastermn
Area from most to least consisted of 1) factor of community organizations’ capital
(Beta = 0.683, P < 0.05) 2) factor of values and benefits for members and communities
(Beta = 0.158, P < 0.05) and 3) factor of contextual characteristics of community
organizations (Beta = 0.087, P < 0.05). The factor of community organizations’ capital,
the factor of values and benefits for members and communities and contextual
characteristics of community organizations could explain the strategies to develop the
community organizations for creating the qualitative society in the Lower Northeastern
Area at 60.40 percent (R 2 = 0.604).

3. The proposed suggestions on strategies to develop the community
organizations for creating the qualitative society in the Lower Northeastern Area
consisted of 1) strategy to develop the community organization’s capitals. 2) strategy
to generate values and benefits for members and communities and 3) strategy to
develop the contextual characteristics of community organizations.
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ABSTRACT

The research purposes were 1) to study the roles of the local mass media
towards democracy in Kamphaeng Phet province 2)to study the factors related
towards democracy in Kamphaeng Phet province 3) to suggest for improvement the
roles of local mass media to develop democracy in Kamphaeng Phet province. The
research was the mixed methods both of quantitative and qualitative research. The
quantitative research was conducted by studying the samples of 194 respondents of
the population of 412 persons who worked in democracy and mass media activities.
The variables that were studied in quantitative method; (Y) = the democracy in
Kamphaeng Phet, (X1) = knowledge in democracy, (X2) = role in democracy, (X3) =
attitude toward democracy (X4) = work experience, (X5) = status, (X6) = education level,
and (X7) = age. The tool for data collecting was a 5 level rating scale questionnaire.
The data were analyzed by using mean, standard deviation, and multiple regression
analysis in testing hypothesis. the qualitative research was conducted by semi-
structured interviewing of 20 key informants of the experts who were selected by
purposive sampling.The data were analyzed by analytic induction and interpretation.

The research findings were as follows:

1) The roles of mass media towards democracy was depend on the
attitude to democracy (X3) and working experiences (X4); The attitude to democracy
(X3) and working experiences (X4) were involve to democracy in Kamphaeng Phet
province in 82.47 percent. The followings were the equations used in predicting the
democracy in Kamphaeng Phet from the roles of the local mass media.

Regression equation Y = 2.662 + 0.291X3 + 0.050X4
Regression equation in standardized Zy = 0.239X3 + 0.105X4

2) The factors related towards democracy in Kamphaeng Phet province
which from the opinion of local mass media was in the high level of mean, (X =
3.97, S.D. = 0.47). The highest mean was the item that shown about the mass media
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didn’t separate nationality and religion (X =459,SD. = 0.47), the lower mean was
mass media and people were brothers (X = 441, SD. =0.41), the lower mean was
mass media and people understood the role of others (X =4.37, S.D. =0.48).

3) The suggestion for improvement the roles of local mass media to
develop democracy in Kamphaeng Phet province were (1) the local mass media
should be aware about the ethics (2) the local mass media should be think about
the accuracy and the rightness for people in receiving the information or democracy
news and (3) people should be careful in receiving the news, they have to check the
credibility of news.
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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the research were to 1) develop and evaluate the efficiency
of a cooperative environmental instruction model based on multiple intelligences to
have the efficiency according to a criteria of 80/80 2) study the effectiveness index of
a cooperative environmental instruction model based on multiple intelligences
3) compare learning achievement between the experimental group taught by a
cooperative environmental instruction model based on multiple intelligences and a
control group and 4) compare environmental conservation behaviors before and after
learning with the cooperative environmental instruction model based on multiple
intelligences. The samples were 2 groups of students selected by purposive sampling,
25 students in an experimental group taught by a cooperative environmental
instruction model based on multiple intelligences and 25 students in a control group.
The instruments used in this study were 12 lesson plans taught within 6 weeks, 2 hours
in each plan, a guide book on 4 topics of environmental conservation, learning
achievement test and a behavioral evaluation form on environmental conservation.
The statistics used in data analysis were percentage, mean, standard deviation and
t-test.

The research results were as follows:

1. From the synthesis of concepts and theories in developing a cooperative
environmental instruction model based on multiple intelligences, principtes and
learning activities of a cooperative environmental instruction model based on multiple
intelligences consisted of statements and the significance of the model, concepts and
theories in constructing the model, the definition of the model and the objectives of
the model. It was found that the appropriateness of the model was overall at the
highest level. When considering in each aspect, concepts, learning objectives and
learning process were at high levels. Teaching aids, learning resources and
measurement and evaluation were at the highest levels. The development of the
quality of the content showed that energy conservation, forest conservation, water
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conservation and soil conservation were overall appropriate with the index of
consistency at 0.90. When considering in each aspect, forest conservation and water
conservation were the most appropriate at the average of 1.00. The content about
energy conservation and soil conservation were appropriate at 0.80. Moreover, the
efficiency of a cooperative environmental instruction model based on multiple
intelligences was at the average of 34.80, calculated to 87.00 %. The average score of
learning achievement test after the instruction was 36.12, calculated to 90.30 %.
Therefore, learning management plan of a cooperative environmental instruction
model based on multiple intelligences was highly effective at 87.00/90.30, which was
higher than the specified criterion.

2. The effective index of a cooperative environmental instruction model
based on multiple intelligences was equal to 0.80, indicated that the students’ learning
progress was at 80 %.

3. The comparison of student’s learning achievement after using a
cooperative environmental instruction model based on multiple intelligences revealed
that the learning achievement score was at the average of 36.12, higher than the
students taught by traditional instruction which was statistically significant different at
the 0.05 level.

4. The comparison of environmental conservation behaviors before and after
leaming with the cooperative environmental instruction model based on multiple
intelligences showed that the students’ environmental conservation behaviors after
learning was at the average of 4.08 which was higher than before learning, at the 0.05
level of statistically significant difference.
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
